Interlocal Agreement: 

 

 Chief Petersen intends for the regional model to require the least amount of compromise by all entities, 

in order to work 

o Once the final draft Interlocal is presented to the Board, it will be up to the Board member to 

return and represent the perspective of their entities council 

 CLO Roberts presented a draft of the revised Interlocal Agreement 

 Weighted voting will be utilized where non-routine allocation of funds is determined by the majority 

 Discussion as to whether a recess must be taken for further discussion when weighted voting has been 

requested 

o This was decided against due to the ample notice/discussions that would precede any large 

allocation decisions 

o The request for a weighted vote must be made and seconded 

 On all issues, voting is 1 entity, 1 vote 

 If it concerns the budget or a budget amendment, any member can request a weighted vote 

o The vote will be based on the direct percent of the population 

 This model is recognized in other areas and is a business model that works and is already 

in practice 

o Annual data from the Kem Gardner Institute at the University of Utah will be used
